1) West Oakland Block Building Program (Brockhurst at M.L.K. Jr. Way in Oakland) 
Rebuilding Together Oakland is holding its third annual Block Building program on Brockhurst 
Street between Martin Luther King Jr. Way and Market Street, where hundreds of volunteers are 
renovating homes for six low-income elderly and disabled persons, and the M. Robinson Baker 
YMCA and Hoover Elementary School.

8am, Saturday, October 22nd, 3209 MLK Jr. Way: Media are also invited to 8am Welcome Event, 
in parking lot of Rising Star Missionary Baptist Church at corner of Brockhurst and MLK Jr. Way, 
with speakers including Senate President pro Tem Don Perata, Councilmember Nancy Nadel, 
Rodney Brooks from Supervisor Keith Carson’s office, and Michael Conn of Bank of America. 
 

2) Katrina Hurricane Relief House (3773 Webster St. at W. Macarthur, Oakland) 

Rebuilding Together affiliates from Albany-Berkeley-Emeryville and Oakland in partnership with 
Evergreen Baptist Church are renovating a home on church grounds for a Katrina evacuee family, 
to be provided free of charge for one year.  20+ volunteers will be painting and repairing the house.
